At the same time 
Prophet PBUH sent Al_Waleed ibn Uqbah to collect the Zakaah from AL-
Haarith.  On the way Waleed heard that group of Al-haarith going to 
Madenah so he feared for his life, and went to the Prophet PBUH telling him 
that Al-Haarith refused to pay the Zakkah and he is coming to attack him.  
The prophet was displeased and sent some of the companions to bring Al-
haarith to him to question him.  Al-Haarith explained to the Prophet PBUH 
that he never met Waleed and he come to Madenah to pay Zakkah.
