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Objectives

The primary academic objective of the school isntcoduce and instill the main teachings
of Islam into our students by the time they aredyeto enter high school. We use a very
structured approach to teach Islam as a religiod,ret as a set of cultural practices. A student
who has attended 8 or more years of this weekenoosshould be competent in the following
areas:

(a) Recitation of Quran: The objective of the schodbisacilitate students in the reading of
the Quran (not learning Arabic language). This haaweequires very active follow-up
by parents at home. Most parents who are seriomstahis but don’t have the time, are
advised to also send their children to a suppleamgriiass dedicated exclusively to the
teaching of the recitation of the Qur&hildren in 4th grade and higher are expected to
be able to read QuranBasic introduction to Quranic Arabic terms/plemalso
provided.

(b) Memorization of Surahs & Duas: Memorize 15-20 8ar@Audio CDs are provided for
this purpose) and Duas related to Salaat and eagffairs.

(c) Salaat: Goal is to make sure children know howetrdgem the Salaat before they get to
an age when it becomes mandatoBhildren in 6th grade and higher are expected to
know how to perform Salaat.

(d) Quranic Studies: Basic Quranic Teachings. Studyga@Quran (Tafseer & Uloom-ul-
Quran) at higher levels.

(e) Islamic Morals & Manners in the light of the Qur&rthe Hadith.

(f) Faith & Worship: Articles of Faith, Five Pillars @wWorship of Allah (SWT).

(g9) Introductory Figh: Basic Figh, Shariah & Usul-Figh

(h) Seerah: Life history and Shama’il of Prophet Muhzad (pbuh) - taught at various
levels.

(i) Introductory Islamic History: Brief overview of tHelamic history (Khulfa-Rashidun,
Omayyad & Abbasid periods, Muslims in Spain, OttarR&riod, Crusades, Islam in
Africa & Islam in America).

() Introduction to Prophets: Stories of Prophets foaker children.

General Daily Schedule

At each grade level, four subject areas are covetwd in the morning session (Quranic
Studies) and two in the afternoon session (Islé®ticlies):
1. Quran
2. Faith & Worship
3. Seerah/Islamic Social Studies
4. Morals & Manners

The morning ‘Quranic Studies’ session focuses amiag how to read the Quran,
memorization and teachings of the Quran. This pesgdoroken into 2 sections - each
approximately 35 minutes long with a 5 minute breaketween. Students are not allowed to
leave the room during this mini-break.

At the end of the morning session, there is a 3@dteirecess for snacks, games and
socialization.

The afternoon period is also divided into two pa$&erah/Islamic Social Studies and
Faith/Worship or Morals/Manners. Each section l&stapproximately 35 minutes with a 5-
minute break in between. Again, students are lhmvad to leave the room during the mini-
break.

At the end of the second session students prepgréhén assemble for Dhuhr Prayers.

Curriculum Specifics

For children in lower grades (KG & 1st Grade), teaas make extensive use of hands-on
activities, story-telling and play-based activities

For higher grades, more emphasis is placed on TreggiMeaning of Quran (as opposed
to recitation) and general Islamic History (in adifi to the Seera of the Prophet - SAW).
Advanced subjects - including Figh, Science of iadnd Islamic Akhlag/Adab - are introduced
at the Middle/High School level. Though the adwhclasses use the same structured approach
as the rest of school, they tend to be more dismuggiented and deal with current events and
topics of general interest to the older students.
